• Demonstrated commitment to maintaining OHS requirements;  
• Demonstrated commitment to contemporary art and an understanding of the role of 

tapestry within it.  

The following attributes would be highly desirable:  

• Proven ability to lead small weaving teams to produce work of high aesthetic and 
technical standard, on time and on budget;  

• Proven ability to determine weaving rates and meet specified weaving rates;  
• Proven ability in the conservation and installation of tapestries;  
• Demonstrated commitment to participating in public programs, including education and 

public speaking.  

The positions will be based in the South Melbourne Workshop. The hourly rate is between  
$23.36 - $33.33 per hour and the salary packages between $51,152 - $73,827 (superannuation, 
leave loading etc) depending on qualifications and experience.  

These are full time positions based on a 7.5 hour day. We may consider job sharing for people 
interested in splitting the position.
